The proposed district boundaries reflect the best and most intact
section of Dayton View at the turn of the century, the period of its
development and major growth. The boundaries were defined to include
the best of the neighborhood and to best reflect its distinctive turn
ol the century residential character. The proposed district is an
excellent cohesive unit of structures which have experienced either no
alteration at all or very little alteration and typifies the growth
and expantion that Dayton experienced norbthward., Grace United

Mel hodist Church was included because it {urther emphasizes the
success of this northern expansion and because of the many district's
residents who belonged to its congregation. Outside these proposed
boundaries are heavily altered structures to the south and west as
well as a significiant numher of emplty lots. Outside the eastern
boundary is new construction, and outside the northern boundary 1s a
very good, but architectually later, neighborhood. Therefore, the
proposed National Register boundaries give a clear and distict picture
ol the architectural grandeur of the arca as well as providing a
viasual reminder of Dayton growth and of the men who helped the city
prosper.
