The Source Water Protection Program is a Multi-Jurisdictional approach to guarding the public water supply of 400,000 customers in Dayton and Montgomery County. This is multi-barrier protection program includes preventative efforts, risk reduction and protection strategies.  By participation in the Blue-Gold Certification program, your business is demonstrating their commitment to protecting our source water.

Note: All criteria may not apply to your business. For example, if your business does not dispose of hazardous substances because you do not use hazardous substances, mark as Not Applicable (NA) and receive 1 point 
towards the total points for your business.  All Not Applicable (NA) will count as 1 point.

All Conforming Use businesses that meet the Mandatory criteria 1A through 10A are eligible for Blue-Gold Certification. 

Secondary containment, engineering controls, and any equipment or devices which reduce risk to groundwater are eligible for funding through the Source Water Protection Fund (see last page).
